· take into account others’ experiences, feelings and reactions.

· listen to others, making relevant comments and offer opinions.

· listen to a text and offer a personal response to characters in the text.
Working Towards Level D

Reading: Pupils should be able to.

· use more than one reference source to find specific information
· read regularly for enjoyment with a range of subject matter and with some support reflect on what has been read and give an opinion on texts with personal reactions.
· read a variety of texts and show understanding of the main and supporting ideas drawing appropriate conclusions to obtain particular information, commenting on different aspects of the writer’s craft.
· identify some obvious, similar and different features of form and content in examples of the same type of text and different types of texts including fiction and non-fiction
· use and understand the following terms:  theme, character, relationships, setting, motives, fact and opinion, lay-out, bold and italic type as well as: fiction, non-fiction, thesaurus, reference book, plot, dialogue, main character, conflict, verse, paragraph, headline, speech marks, exclamation mark

· adopt adequate use of language and expression
· use paragraphs where appropriate
· punctuate most sentences accurately using commas and question marks
· use direct speech
· use mostly accurate spelling

· sustain individual talk for 2 minutes.

· use notes to assist delivery only.

· show appropriate reactions to others’ experiences, feelings and reactions.

· listen to others, making relevant comments and offer opinions and attempt to report back to class in group discussion.

· read a variety of texts independently, skim and scan to show understanding of the main and supporting ideas from a text, making predictions, commenting on the writer’s ideas, opinions and attitudes as well as different aspects of the writer’s craft including simpler aspects of style and audience
· identify some obvious, similar and different features of form and content in examples of the same type of text as well as a range of others,  and comment how these reflect the texts’ purposes in fiction and non-fiction
· use and understand the following terms:  genre, syllable, root, stem, prefix, suffix, simile and metaphor as well as: theme, character, relationships, setting, motives, fact and opinion, lay-out, bold and italic type, fiction, non-fiction, thesaurus, reference book, plot, dialogue, main character, conflict, verse, paragraph, headline, speech marks, exclamation mark

Working Towards Level F

Reading: Pupils should be able to.

· use more than one reference source to find specific information, gather and categorise independent notes and apply it for purposes of personal research  including cross-curricular research
· evaluate the appropriateness of such information for particular purposes, including reporting.
· Negotiate a personal reading program and read regularly for enjoyment with a range of subject matter and reflect on what has been read orally or in writing and give a personal opinion on texts substantiated by relevant textual reference.
· read a variety of texts independently, skim and scan to show understanding of the main and supporting ideas from a text, making predictions, commenting on the writer’s ideas, opinions and attitudes as well as different aspects of the writer’s craft including simpler aspects of style and intended audience and explore the possibilities of this relationship between genre purpose and audience by creating their own examples
· write a critical evaluation on a text, taking into account the genre
· identify some obvious, similar and different features of form and content in examples of the same type of text as well as a range of others,  and comment how these reflect the texts’ purposes in fiction and non-fiction
