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Level D

Christianity

· Awareness of the seven sacraments, their relevance to the Church and other Christian traditions, in particular the Sacrament of Confirmation.

· Understand the importance of different seasons and festival of the church and the ceremonies associated with Advent, Christmas, Lent, Easter and Pentecost..

· Recognises the importance of the Bilbe for all Christians.  In particular the pupil should show some knowledge of the creation stories, and key figures in the Old and New Testament.  Pupils should also show acknowledge of Jesus and Mary and feast days associated with them.

· Be aware that the Christian Church is a worshipping community.  They should also be aware of the use of symbolism in Christianity and key Christian beliefs like the trinity.

· Shows knowledge and understanding of the moral values used by Christian.  There should be an awareness of the moral codes from the Bible which direct a Christian's lifestyle.

Other World Religions

· Shows an understanding of customs, scriptures and key figures from two other different religions.

· Recognises and understands symbolism and key principles which lie at the heart of at least one religion.

Personal Search

· Shows awareness of their own talents, skills and responsibility to develop these and use them in the light of Christian Principles and moral values.

· Shows awareness of others and the need to help others to develop their skills and talents.  This will lead to respect for others which is at the heart of Christian moral values.

· Shows awareness of the universe around them, in particular the debate between religion and science over the origins of the universe.

· Shows awareness of different understandings of God and the effect of this on people's lives.

Level E

Christianity

· Can explain the Sacraments in detail, as well as explain the significance of the Sacraments of Initiation.  Pupils should also be able to broaden their understanding with a wider view of the sacraments as rites of passage, rituals and ceremonies affecting our growth in human development.

· Understand the significance of the Church's Liturgical Calendar marking major events linked with beliefs of Incarnation, Salvation, Resurrection, Holy Spirit and the Trinity.

· Shows deeper understanding of the key characteristics of the Bible, characteristics such as: Word of God, different genres used; imagery used; Covenant People; key roles Abraham, Moses and Mary.

· Understands the Church as a Pilgrim People; a group on a Faith Journey, travelling different ways but with a shared goal - life after death.  The pupil should show understanding of different Christian traditions, different roles within the Church and the presence of the Holy Spirit on this journey of Faith.

· Shows awareness of the Christian Moral Codes and its development from Biblical sources.  Pupils should also recognise key Christian values: peace, justice and respect for life.

Other World Religions

· Show understanding of connection between customs, ceremonies and belief, applying such terms as rituals and rites of passage.

· Show awareness of 'religious map of the world', sciptures and key figures of the major religious and teachers of the religion, prophet guru.

· Show awareness of similarities and differences in key beliefs, and practices in other World Religions.

· Show an understanding of the relationship between belief and action in the lives of people from different faiths.

Personal Search

· Show awareness of personal changes which will take place as our lives progress and the effect they may have on relationships and other people.  Also show awareness of the Christian values used in our decision making, using the skills and talents in helping others.

· Appreciate the value of respect for others, including strangers, which lies at the heart of Life and World Issues.

· Show awareness of the ongoing debate between Science and Religion in relation to the mystery and purpose of existence.  An understanding of literal and symbolic interpretations of Genesis and the role of Humans in creation.

· Appreciate the sense of meaning and purpose in life created by a belief in God and to explore the nature of God.

Level F

Christianity

· Reflect the significance of key sacraments in their life, the life and teachings of Jesus and the life of the Church.

· Research and reflect on the significance of the Post-Resurrection Events for themselves and the Christian Community.

· Research key teachings including Mary as Mother of Church, and the picture of God from the Scriptures.

· Appreciate the concept of the Church as People of God, Ministry within the Church, Ecumenism and other Churches from the Christian Tradition.

· Reflect upon Christian Moral Teaching, development of an informed conscience, especially in relation to the key issue of human dignity.

Other World Religions

· Appreciate the significant ceremonies and beliefs associated with the key events of the human experience of members of a faith community.

· Reflect on the status of sacred writings and the contribution of key figures from the Scriptures.

· Reflect upon the effect of prayer and worship to create a sense of belonging.

· Appreciate how family life in one of the religions is affected by peoples responsibilities to God and others.
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· Reflect on the Christian view of love, in respect for self and others.  Reflect on their own faith development and their calling in future life.

· Reflect on peer pressure on the individual and society and the Christian view of the dignity of the Human person.

· Reflect on the Catholic / Christian interpretation of the creation accounts in Genesis.

· Research how different people view God in their life and reflect on the implications for their own individual faith journey.
