Personal & Social Education centres on developing the whole child.

It aims to

· Support the child in developing self esteem and concern for others.
· Equip them with appropriate life skills to play a full part in society

· Help them recognise the link between values and their own actions and decisions

and in doing so

· Encourage them to take increasing responsibility for their own lives.

The course is an interactive mixture of information, discussion, group work and peer education, covering topics such as working with others, self reflection, health and personal safety issues and study skills.
