LEVEL C

· Can collect and present information about dietary targets and their effect on health.

· Can identify some of the constraints affecting the design of particular products and their effect on peoples lifestyles.

· Observe and describe how different specialist tools and equipment are used in the school and at home and put this into practice.

· Collect information from a variety of sources to produce a leaflet showing how a particular piece of equipment can meet people’s needs in everyday life.

· Can identify the purpose of product development.

· Can carry out a simple product development exercise.

· Can complete a simple evaluation offering some suggestions for improvement.

LEVEL D

· Can collect and present information about dietary targets, their effect on health and suggest examples of how these targets can be put into practice.

· Identify specific needs for three groups of people and from this choose and collect relevant information on a range of products suitable for them.

· Observe and describe how different specialist tools and equipment are used in the preparation of foods and prepare a range of dishes.

· Identify suitable sources to provide information relevant to a particular design task and from these produce a leaflet evaluating how well a particular piece of technology meets consumers needs.

· Can identify why manufacturers use product development and give examples of this.

· Produce a specification for a product and make this product safely and hygienically.

· Can complete a detailed evaluation of the product offering suggestions for improvement.

LEVEL E

· Can collect and present information about dietary targets giving detailed explanations of effects on health.

· Can give examples of practical application with explanation of dietary implications.

· Can decide on the needs of specific groups of people and collect and collate relevant information on appliances suitable, commenting on the impact each piece of equipment would have on everyday life.

· Observe and explain different ways in which technology is used to meet people’s needs in the food industry.

· Can use a wide range of resources, e.g. Consumer Magazines, Internet etc. produce detailed written information on how a particular piece of household technology meets a family’s needs.

· Can identify when manufacturers would carry out sensory testing.

· Can draw up a detailed specification for a product and use this to make the product safely and hygienically.

· Produce a detailed evaluation and a storyboard offering suggestions for improvement of their product.

LEVEL F

· Can collect and present a range of information about dietary targets giving detailed explanations regarding the effect on health.

· Can include in above a health action report detailing the causes and effects of poor dietary choices.

· Can put into practice practical applications of above, being about to explain the dietary implications.

· Can describe the positive and negative effects equipment could have on lifestyle and on the environment.

· Can from personal experience give practical examples of technology that could be used on a commercial basis and evaluate its effectiveness.

· Can using a range of headings provide a detailed evaluation on how a piece of technology can meet consumers needs.

· Can report on the positive and negative effects a product can have on society and the environment.

· Can complete a written task and produce a suitable packing for a food product bearing in mind social, economic and environmental factors.
