Level D

Pupils should be able to

· use familiar words and phrases to talk at greater length for a variety of purposes with reduced teacher  support

· take part in simple conversations and discussions, asking and answering relevant questions with support if required

· express opinions and feelings on a range of familiar themes and give reasons for these 
· ask for support in the foreign language as required; say they only speak a little of the language

· read and understand short texts consisting of familiar  language from a wider range of sources with less teacher support

· read aloud familiar texts accurately to convey the meaning; in so doing demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the printed word, pronunciation and meaning

· listen and respond to familiar language in an increasing range of  contexts with longer sentences and involving one or more speakers with less teacher involvement

· listen and react to others using simple language and take the initiative on occasion e.g. asking for repetition

· write at greater length with increasing accuracy, exchanging information and ideas using simple and familiar words and phrases, with reduced teacher support

· write in answer to information requested and ask simple follow-up questions;  go beyond  fixed words and phrases

Level E

· speak on a variety of interests with increasing fluency and accuracy and demonstrate some ability to generate new language

· take part in conversations and discussions using a wider range of language and ask or answer questions in the appropriate tense

· go beyond fixed phrases to speak about personal experiences and give opinions

· read and understand longer texts written in a range of tenses; these texts may include some unfamiliar language with pupils using reference sources

· read aloud familiar texts with fluency and in so doing demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the printed word, pronunciation and meaning; scan and read unfamiliar texts to others conveying the meaning

· listen and respond to familiar language in unfamiliar contexts with longer  and more complex texts;  they may take notes in the foreign language or their own language

· listen and react to others, including native-speakers, and try to extend the conversation by asking for information and also repetition

· write about a variety of topics of interest to the pupils with increasing accuracy and going beyond fixed words and phrases;  opinions should be expressed

· write with increasing accuracy and independence in answer to information requested and ask for further information

Level F

Pupils should be able to
· speak on a variety of interests with increasing fluency and accuracy and generate new language in both familiar and unfamiliar contexts

· take part in conversations and discussions using a growing range of circumstances, responding to the opinions and reactions of others in the appropriate tense

· go beyond fixed phrases to speak about personal experiences  and give opinions

· read and understand independently longer texts of greater difficulty written in a range of tenses;

· read aloud familiar texts with fluency and accuracy to demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the printed word, pronunciation and meaning; scan and read unfamiliar texts to others conveying the meaning

· listen and respond to an increasing range of unfamiliar language in more complex sentences; show understanding by taking notes in the foreign language or their own language

· listen and react to others, including native-speakers, and try to take the initiative in a widening range of circumstances

· write about a variety of topics of interest to the pupils with increasing accuracy and going beyond fixed words and phrases;  opinions should be expressed

· write with increasing accuracy and independence in answer to information requested and ask for further information  using appropriate reference materials
