Level C

Experimenting with and recognising various rhythmic and melodic patterns.

Using a form of musical notation.

Playing straightforward melodies on tuned instruments, keyboard and guitar with good coordination.

Identify groups of sound. (families) 

Appreciate and discuss preferences of ensembles.

Level D

Exploring harmonic, melodic and rhythmic patterns and contrasts.

Ability to write musical notation.

Playing of longer and more complex instrumental parts with some expression.

Recognising the sound of woodwind, strings, brass and percussion sections.

Recognising different idioms in music eg, Jazz, Rock and Scottish.

Level E

Exploring harmonic, melodic and rhythmic patterns on electric and acoustic instruments.

Pass assessment unit on music literacy.

Playing more confidently and more challenging pieces.

Recognising individual instruments eg., violin, flute, trumpet,etc.

Recognising further idioms in music eg, Reggae, Blues, Ragtime.

Basic composition using musical notation. (8-16 bars)
